PROFILE

The year 2008 marked the 150th anniversary of the formation of British Columbia. To celebrate this
event, the Royal BC Museum (RBCM) launched an exhibition showcasing the rich history of the
province and its citizens. One initiative was to encourage the people of British Columbia to submit
personal stories to engage the community and build an online historical archive.

In order to facilitate the marketing of this initiative, and the collection of these stories, the RBCM
required the development of a website specific to the exhibition. eSolutionsGroup was chosen to
develop and host the website. Using design elements supplied by the museum, eSolutions built a site
that served its purpose to collect and display content and materials supplied by BC residents. The site
features an online submission form that allows residents to upload written stories, photographs, video
and audio files.

The project featured a two phase launch. The first launch of a "teaser site" was completed late 2007
with sample content. During 2008, site visitors were encouraged to submit historical materials online to
be displayed on the site. The submission process has since closed, but the site profiling the collection
remains online for the duration of the year.
